Proposed Amendwent 1o the By-Laws
of the Consritution—

10 be voted on At The Annual Meeting

Below is the wording for an amendment to the By-laws of
our Constitution. In essence it seeks to codify current prac-
tice at St. John. The 2009 Churchwide Assembly provided
for “...its members to commit themselves to respect the
bound consciences of those with whom they disagree ...
(and) make provision in its polices to recognize the convic-
tion of members who believe that this church should not call
or roster people in publically accountable, lifelong monoga-
mous, same gender relationships.” This change is not to the
Constitution itself but rather to the By-laws which refer to
the internal operations of St. John and not the wider

ELCA. As such, if practice or intent of this congregation
should change, the resulting change in the By-Laws could
be adopted in a similar fashion. The author of this proposal
is Jake Jacobson, and you can find an in-depth explanation
of his rational for this amendment focusing on authority of
God's Word, the confessions and Christian teachings in the
church office. (Foreword by Pastor David Glesne)

C9.03.01  Every called pastor shall:

1) whether married or single, be expected to uphold an
understanding of marriage in their public ministry as
well as in private life that is biblically informed and
consistent with the teachings of this congregation.
The expectations of this congregation regarding the
sexual conduct of its ordained ministers are
grounded in the understanding that human sexuality
is a gift from God and that ordained ministers are to
live in such a way as to honor this gift.

2) be expected to reject sexual promiscuity, the ma-
nipulation of others for purposes of sexual gratifica-
tion, and all attempts of sexual seduction and sexual
harassment, including taking physical or emotional
advantage of others.

2) be expected, if single, to live a chaste life.

4) be expected, if married, to live in fidelity to their
spouse, giving expression to sexual intimacy within
a marriage relationship that is mutual, chaste, and
faithful.

5) be expected, if homosexual in their self-
understanding, to abstain from homosexual sexual
relationships.

6) uphold and practice the requirements and spirit of
this bylaw in their pastoral counsel, teaching and
proclamation; and

7) not officiate at, actively participate in, or give per-
mission for use of the church building for a marriage
ceremony, or the blessing of a union other than that
of a marriage between one man and one woman.

From Pastor David

There is a certain young lady who is a member of our
congregation who loves her birthday... somehow she
manages to bring it into conversations on-line and in
person year round. She is pretty young, and maybe as
she grows older she might adopt our cultures aversion
to growing older, but somehow I don’t think she will
ever grow weary of celebrating her birthday!

One of the reasons we like celebrations like birthdays is
that there are generally presents involved. I know when
I was a kid the whole point of my birthday and Christ-
mas was that there would be boxes wrapped with some-
thing inside for me! I don’t know of anyone who genu-
inely doesn’t like to get presents. Oh, some folks may
fuss a bit, and they may not in fact need a gift, but get-
ting one, nevertheless, is a good thing!

Over the years though, my focus has changed from get-
ting presents to giving them. I remember as a young
father watching my kids on Christmas Eve. Watching
them open their presents was better than anything I had
under the tree by far; it was even worth the credit card
bills that soon followed! I have no idea when this focus
on giving changed in me, but [ have a feeling it has a
whole lot to do with my growth in faith.

As the Apostle Paul traveled to churches, he collected
offerings for the Christians in Jerusalem who were ex-
periencing hard economic times. When Paul was
speaking to the Corinthians, he used the Macedonian
believers as an example of people who, in spite of their
own economic troubles, gave joyfully to the people in
Jerusalem. The Macedonians’ love for Christ and their
concern for their fellow believers moved them to give
beyond their ability. They excelled in the grace of giv-
ing. The Macedonians gave themselves first to the
Lord, and then, Paul said, they “urgently pleaded with
us for the privilege of sharing in this service to the
saints” (2 Corinthians 8:4). In Christ, they saw their
giving as an opportunity to help other believers in need.

Does someone who views giving as an obligation plead
for the opportunity to give? Probably not. When giving
is an obligation, we will give, but giving as an obliga-
tion will not give us the joy or the attitude of pleading
for the privilege to give as the Macedonians had. As
God’s people, we have both an obligation and an oppor-
tunity. Scripture is clear that we are called to give.

Paul said, “On the first day of every week, each one of
you should set aside a sum of money in keeping with
his income, saving it up, so that when I come no collec-
tions will have to be made.” (1 Corinthians 16:2).

As we enter our stewardship focus this year we find that
giving is in fact an obligation, but, just as God changed

the hearts and minds of the Macedonian people, He
changes us so we view our giving as an opportunity
rather than an obligation. As renewed and transformed
people, our attitudes toward giving change from a “got
to” to a “get to” attitude. We stop giving grudgingly,
and we start to excel in the grace of giving by giving
willingly and cheerfully. We want to give, because giv-
ing is an expression of our love and gratitude to God for
who He is and what He does for us. The more we give
of ourselves and our gifts the closer our relationship
with Christ becomes; the more we want to give the
more God blesses us, enabling our continued giving.
“You will be made rich in every way so that you can be
generous on every occasion, and through us your gener-
osity will result in thanksgiving to God.” (2 Corinthians
9:11). We thank God that He fills us daily with His
love so that we as members of His body here at our
church see giving as a privilege and an opportunity to
praise and thank Him.

Have you ever been so taken
with the IDEA of something,
you attempt to apply the mean-
ing to all aspects of your life?

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Spiritual Reflection for November 2010

Time is Running Out

A week ago [ was thinking about having to write my
reflection for November and asking God to please hurry
and send me a topic for reflection because time was run-
ning out for me to submit my writing. I had just one week
to complete my reflection and the days ahead were looking
pretty full. Yesterday I still had nothing, or so I thought.
In actuality I had the topic last week, but I guess I needed
a couple more clues and they came through the weather
and the media! Let me reflect with you about this topic as
time is indeed running out.

It has been an awesome fall for outdoor activities and
although the calendar predicts that winter will be upon us
soon, the weather continues to distract us from this reality.
There are things we must do before winter sets in. The
farmers have been busy taking advantage of the warm, dry
days for bringing in the harvest. The flowers are shutting
down for a winter’s rest. Inside we know that we should
bring in the outdoor furniture one of these days, but not
just yet, it is too nice out, surely there will be another day.
Then when that first snowfall hits and the temperatures
drop we will wish we would have taken the time to put
things away when we did not have to bundle up and sweep
the snow off the furniture in order to pull the pieces inside.
Oh, how easily we are lured away from the reality that
time is running out!

Time is running out! Only two days left! Don’t miss
this opportunity! These are a few of the slogans compa-
nies use to persuade us to spend money and they insist we
do it quickly. Could they also be applied to the way we
should live our lives?

Let’s think about the connection between my not
knowing when God would send me a message, the distrac-
tions in life and the urgency with which we should act
upon this truth--for each of us time is running out. The
clincher is, however, that we do not have a seasonal calen-
dar that helps us predict and prepare for when our time
will run out. Indeed, the consequences for running out of
time before we do what we need to do will be far greater
than being cold and miserable. The consequences of our
failures to complete the tasks before us will have a lasting
effect on those we leave behind.

What if time runs out after you cut someone off in
traffic, after you yell at your spouse or your children, after
you refuse to make eye contact with the clerk behind the
counter because you are busy talking on your cell phone?
Each day we have the chance to show kindness, to be con-
siderate toward the people around us, whether they are

family members, friends, colleagues or strangers. Being
kind and considerate can provide life lessons for genera-
tions to come. Such simple gestures can make a world of
difference and a difference in the world! What lasting im-
pact will your gestures have?

Sharing the simple gestures of kindness, consideration,
politeness, smiling, shaking hands, and saying thank you
can lift the spirit of someone else and the bonus is that
these gestures can lift your spirit as well. So shake off the
anger, resentment, and feelings of frustration. Extend for-
giveness. Seek forgiveness. I encourage you to practice
using your time to spend lavishly the fruit of the spirit
found within, which, as we learn in Galatians 5:22, is,
love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, faithfulness, gentle-
ness and self-control. I know of no negative consequences
for these actions toward others.

In this month of November as
the days grow shorter and the wind
becomes colder; reflect on the ways
you can ensure that time will not run
out before you have had a chance to
touch the life of someone else in a
way that will have a positive lasting
impact on their future and likewise their actions toward
others. You can make a difference in someone’s world,
but don’t put it off because with each day we are closer to
time running out.
